FROM MY HEART TO YOURS . . . . .

Greetings Treasure State Baptist Association, 

Up until a few weeks ago I could not stand some of the change in my life, but as God does he often changes our minds.  At that time I realized that change is what the Christian life is all about.  To be born again we are changed from old life in the flesh to new life in Christ.  And at the moment of conversion He placed us in the sanctification process in regards to becoming more like Him.  Then of course we are appointed to die someday, and that change will take us to heaven to be with Him forever.  As we think about change being a part of the Christian life, change can too be part of an association of churches of which we believers in Christ are a part.  

The Treasure State Baptist Association (TSBA) of which we, and the local churches are included, has been forced to undergo major changes because of the North American Mission Board eliminating all of their Associational Missionary (AM) positions.  Our, now former, AM, Steve Fowler’s ministry title has been changed to Church Planting Catalyst where his major responsibility will be facilitating church planting in and around the TSBA.  

Because of that change, the Administrative Team of the TSBA has assumed the responsibilities of the AM.  Our association is more fortunate than most of our sister associations of churches because we have been operating under the headship of Christ with a Moderator/Team model for a number of years.  As you know we have four teams that undertake ministry in the TSBA: Church Heath, Acts 1:8, Church Planting, and LeaderCare with a moderator and assistant moderator who facilitate and lead various meetings including the Administrative Team comprised of the four Team leaders.  The Administrative Team plans to prayerfully meet monthly in order to effectively communicate and coordinate the various ministries of the TSBA.  The moderator will also serve as the supervisor of the TSBA administrative secretary.  

During the TSBA Executive Board Meeting in Three Forks on January 26th the Executive Board of the association voted to eliminate the DOM’s salary and expense line items and place them under the line items of the Administrative Team.   In this regard the budget amount that the TSBA had been paying the AM will now be used to carry on the AM’s duties by the Administrative Team.  

We encourage you to call upon any member of the Administrative Team with any questions, concerns your local churches may have.  We want to continue to help resource the TSBA local churches as they follow Christ.  

During this time of associational change, under God’s sovereignty, the Administrative Team wants to communicate to the entire TSBA that we believe that as an association of churches we are in a position to do more for God’s kingdom than ever before.  We ask you to pray that God would be made more famous (in the best possible ways) than ever before within the local churches of the TSBA.
