WHAT'S HAPPENING …………Around the Association 

Treasure State Baptist Association Women’s Ministry recently hosted a women’s evangelism conference called HeartCall. The event was held at Gallatin Valley Baptist Fellowship in Manhattan. Big Sky Baptist in Helena helped to provide some of the refreshments. Funds were also made available through the church health team, chaired by Dennis Iley.  HeartCall is an evangelism tool developed by NAMB and is designed specifically as a relational way for women to share their faith. There were about 30 ladies present at the event which was held on Saturday, April 16th. Many churches across the TSBA were represented at the conference with ladies present from Boulder, Helena, Manhattan, Radersburg, Townsend, Whitehall, and White Sulphur Springs. The event also reached across denominational lines as ladies were present from the Presbyterian church in Manhattan and the Alliance church in Belgrade.  This is the first of many events that will be offered to women within the TSBA as we seek to develop women’s ministry in the areas of evangelism, discipleship, and missions. 

The children’s ministry of Gallatin Valley Baptist Fellowship in Manhattan recently completed their 5th annual penny drive for the Annie Armstrong Easter offering. There were 20 children ages kindergarten through 5th grade that participated in this mission project. This year the children collected 28,996 pennies to go to missions in North America. Pastor William Johnson and his wife Teresa introduced this annual children’s mission project in 2007 in order to teach the children at GVBF the importance of this offering.  The Johnson family knows firsthand the importance of this offering as they came to Manhattan as NAMB church planters and were in part funded through the cooperative program which the AAEO helps support.

Transition to Church Planting Catalyst
NAMB Announcement Summary   

NAMB is creating a more highly focused assignment for this group of missionaries.  This new missionary role will become key to implementing NAMB’s new Send North America strategy.  We desire to assist struggling churches, but will be putting a more missional focus on church planting.   Every current jointly funded ADOM will be given an opportunity to receive training in order to maximize their strengths, equip them for this new role and help them adjust to this new strategy.  All jointly funded ADOM's will be required to participate in specific training for this new role.

Description of New Strategic Role starting January 1, 2012

•  Mobilize existing churches to engage in evangelistic church planting

•  Encourage churches to engage in evangelistic activity

•  Encourage and cultivate pastor/leader skill set among pastors in association

•  Personal involvement in planting a church or be a member of a church plant (optional)

MTSBC Implementation

1. In the early days of SBC work in Montana the HMB (now NAMB) funded missionaries to serve  in the strategic role of Associational Leadership, ADOM for the purpose of bringing denominational structure and direction to our young churches spread throughout the state.

2. We are now entering an era when NAMB believes it is more strategic in penetrating the lostness of our state to give a new assignment to this group of missionaries.

3. Beginning January 1, 2012 this ADOM classification of missionaries will begin working under a new title of Church Planting Catalyst, with a new job description displayed above.

4. 2012 will serve as a transition year giving time to allow our associations and churches determine how they will begin to move toward filling the role formerly filled by the ADOM.  

5. Triangle Association began such an effort after BJ Hallmark retired.  They are using their moderator and 3 other pastors to coordinate important associational activities.

6. Though challenging at first, this step will prove to make our churches and associations stronger.

7. As always all MTSBC staff and missionaries will be available to serve the needs of our churches as they arise.  No church or pastor need feel that a missionary is not ready, willing and able to help in any way.

8. All missionaries will continue to live in the field, communicate regularly, assist and participate in local and associational activities.

9. Beginning January 1, 2013 associations will not be asked to send financial support to the state office to pay a portion of AM’s salary, retirement, travel, insurance.

Steve’s Response

This transition will change my role in Treasure State Baptist Association but should not affect our association in a bad way.  We already function very well with the Leadership Teams serving our churches.  As we move forward utilizing our strong Leadership Teams and PEN Meetings will be vital to us in order for us to transition positively.  Dr. Hewett has promised that we as Missionaries will still be available to help churches with pastor search needs and help them continue to develop strategy to move forward to impact lostness in our areas.  I believe I will also be able to help in long-term vision needs and some coordination in the association.  2012 is a transition year, so we will have time to make the adjustments needed to move forward in a positive way.  Treasure State Baptist Association is uniquely gifted and placed to move forward to continue resourcing God’s churches in Southwest Montana.  Our best days are ahead of us!  Let’s pray that God will continue to use us to be His witnesses to make Him famous in Southwest Montana.
