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The Hunt of a Lifetime

Each fall, depending on what you want to hunt, there are only a certain amount of tags you can purchase to fill during the hunting season. I remember the first year I was in Montana, I had a general elk tag, a deer ‘A’ tag, and a friend did show me how to apply for an antelope tag. After the season started, I also discovered that you could purchase an extra whitetail doe tag for a particular region. Coming from a state that allowed multiple bucks to be killed, I could not grasp only having one tag for a buck – and I had to choose whether it would be a mule deer or a whitetail. 

That season I filled my doe tag and toward the end of season I bagged a fairly nice 5x4 whitetail. I was happy with my kill until the very next morning when I saw a larger buck walk out at 30 yards and I had no tag, no gun, and no one close enough to tell to – “Shoot!” 

That experience carried over to the next year. I passed up several nice bucks because I knew, once I pulled the trigger, deer season was over. When it came to the end of the season my deer ‘A’ tag remained in my pocket and eventually was thrown away – no meat in the freezer and no antlers on the wall.

For those of us who like to hunt, we spend hours scouting for the right place that will increase our chances for a big buck, a bull elk, or a nice antelope. We buy all the right gear. We reserve days on our calendar so we can be in the field as much as possible. All the preparation is made for that moment when it all pays off and we can harvest that animal we have been hunting. Because we love the hunt, it is sometimes hard to pull the trigger because we know the remaining days marked on our hunting calendar will be spent raking leaves, going back to work, cleaning out the gutters, etc. 

We read in the Bible that God is a hunter also. It says in Psalms that he hunts for the souls of men. The good news to the sportsmen of this world is that he allows us to be used in this hunt! He allows us to live in His great creation, enjoy the outdoors, and gives us an opportunity to share that with other guys with like passions. The Bible also tells us that God reveals Himself to us in the very handiwork that we sportsmen so enjoy – the great outdoors. Taking a friend along on a hunt or to a favorite trout stream allows us to double our hunting endeavors. Not only can we join in the quest of the spot and stalk or luring a trophy trout out of the deep, we can share the Creator, whom we know, with those around us.

When it comes to hunting for souls, God’s bag limit is endless and hunting season never closes. The Bible tells us that Christ came into this world to seek and save those who were lost. To be lost spiritually, means that one does not know the Creator personally. God allows us to share this good news with anyone and everyone we know. 

As we are out enjoying our favorite sport, take someone along and show the Creator to someone who may have only enjoyed the creation in the past. Take the time while sitting on top of a mountain to share how such a powerful God that created all the beauty before us, holds us as the most special part of His creation. You will find that God will give you the hunt of a lifetime – His hunt for souls!
